Principal’s Point

• Unity in Community . . . is our theme for this school year. We are discovering that unity is
not something you have, but something to be experienced.  Unity brings different people
together for a common cause.  Unity depends on trust.  It grows out of an appreciation of
each other’s gifts.  1 Corinthians 12 tells us that we are the body of Christ.  We are all
different but we need to work together to make the body work. I thank God for the
uniqueness of each of our students and for what they bring to the school community. 
When we encourage each other to develop our gifts, we all benefit - both the student
giving and everyone else receiving!   Look at what 1 Corinthians 12 says about unity:

verse 12: The body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts; and though all its parts are many, they form one body.
So it is with Christ. 
Verses 18 - 20:  But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. If
they were all one part, where would the body be? As it is, there are many parts, but one body. 
Verses 24 - 27: But God has combined the members of the body and has given greater honor to the parts that lacked it,
so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for each other. If one part
suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every part rejoices with it. Now you are the body of Christ, and
each one of you is a part of it.

It’s
great to be back at school today, realizing that we are a part of a nation-wide movement striving to influence
young people for service in God’s Kingdom.
